	Adopt Ordinance #16-504/Prohibiting deposits on private or public property =
Councilman Bonin questioned where is there a working ordinance like this?  Don stated in Mandeville and in Lafayette.  Don stated it would be the citizen’s to complain and call the police officer.  Councilman Bonin stated we are spending $30,000,000 on a park and he feels we need this.  Mayor Langlinais stated we have always had this problem.  Chief Decou stated it will be hard to identify the dog, unless someone knows who the dog belongs too.  The fines are progressive on the ordinance.  Moved by Councilman Bourque and second by Councilman Bonin to adopt Ordinance #16-504, an ordinance of the City Council amending the Broussard Code of Ordinances, Chapter Ten (10), Animals, to add article III, prohibited deposits on private or public property by animals, and to add thereto, to Chapter 10, Section 10-35 and 10-36 and reserving Sections 10-28 through 10-34 in Chapter 10. 	Introduce Ordinance #16-505/Building Code Requirements for Manufactured Homes, Mobile Homes and Modular Homes = Don stated that the Building Inspector felt that we need to adopt this ordinance.  It does have several stipulations for the owners of manufactured homes, mobile homes and modular buildings.  Moved by Councilman Gary and second by Councilman Higginbotham to adopt Ordinance #16-505, an ordinance of the City Council amending Chapter 14 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Broussard by adding Section 14-15, definitions, Section 14-16, Compliance and Section 14-17, Building Codes, to provide for the requirements as to manufactured homes, mobile homes and modular buildings within the corporate limits of the City of Broussard. Chief Champagne:

	Approval for the Fire Department to enter into an agreement to purchase a new rescue truck = Chief Champagne stated there is the $260,000.00 in their budget and the Fire Department will finance the rest.  The price did change, due to some discounts that the vendor had to take out. The price is $367,155.00.  Moved by Councilwoman Racca and second by Councilman Bonin to approve the Fire Department to enter into an agreement to purchase a new rescue truck in the amount of $367,155.00.

City:

	Approval to amend the budget for projects = Mayor Langlinais stated that the council did previously approve some of these projects prior, but they are not in the budget.  The council will go thru each project individually, so that these projects can be included in the 2016/2017 budget:
a)  Charter School/Cote Glee Lift Station for $690,000
Councilman Foco stated this when they had a Charter School this was agreed upon; but now it is just a subdivision.  And now the Charter School is not coming.  Don stated we did adopt a resolution approving it.  We did not put in any time limitations.  Mark stated that there will be an impact fees totaling about $100,000.  Councilman Foco stated we will not pump any sewer at the City cost.  Mark stated we have already did a demand letter for that.  Councilman Bourque questioned about the loan for this?  It will be $4,000 for this one and $3,200 for the Dustin Circle Lift Station.  Mayor Langlinais stated he was concerned about the litigation on this matter.  Mark stated that development and the school was supposed to put 75 gallons per minute.  It needs to be built for infrastructure.  Councilman Higginbotham stated we negotiated in good faith.  Don stated for $4,000 per month, he thinks they need to re-think this, because of the possible litigation.  Councilman Higginbotham questioned, about the litigation for Blackwater not coming; all the money we put in for that.  Don stated his concern, is that the developer has spent a substantial amount of money.  Councilman Bourque stated we met with Mel and perhaps come up with cheaper alternative and nothing really worked out.  Councilman Bourque stated we looked at every alternative we could think of.  
Therefore it was moved by Councilman Foco and second by Councilman Bourque to amend the 2016/2017 budget for $690,000 for the Charter School/Cote Glee Pump Station with the stipulation that it will be pumped out by the developer until the lift station is on line.  Roll call:

b) Whispering Meadows & Marteau Lakes Sewer Collection System for $710,924
Al stated the plans are 95% completed.  They are ready to submit to DHH.
Councilman Foco stated this is the same stipulation, that they will pump it out themselves.

c) Ambassador Caffery Waterline from St. Etienne to Moulin Road for $255,000
